a. Year of the Parks Updates

1876 Plaza located in front of Capital University lawn now has the easement issues worked out.

4. Review of Landscape Applications – Elena Andrews, Staff Consultant
a. Bexley Public Library – Reading Garden – Ben Heckman, Director, BPL

The Bexley Public Library, Congregation Torat Emet and the City of Bexley will evaluate if an irrigation system is required. During the development of the construction documents, the Bexley Public Library Board has requested that at least a price for an irrigation system be obtained. The Commission recommends to re-consider the Surface Berry and River Birch plant material. Both are messy and trying to keep up with keeping the area clean could be difficult. 

Final material choices will occur during the construction documents phase. Initial design calls for bluestone pavers similar to other City installations and stone walls that match the stone veneer of the Bexley Public Library. Lighting for both aesthetic appearance and safety is a priority for the project. Final lighting selections will occur during the construction document phase.   Note that the Bexley Public Library and Congregation Torat Emet will work together on lighting placement as well as additional security cameras to ensure that there is not a conflict. The Bexley Public Library Board as well as the Executive Committee from Congregation Torat Emet have approved the conceptual design with the understanding that some items may change during the final development of the design. The applicant is seeking approval from the Tree and Public Gardens Commission to proceed with the construction documents of the project.   Any major changes in layout or plant material that occur during the design finalization will be reviewed and approved at a minimum by the Bexley Public Library Board and the Executive Committee from Congregation Torat Emet. It is recommended that minor changes to landscape material be approved by staff but major changes will need to be approved by the Tree and Public Gardens Commission.


Celeste Williams made a motion to Approve – ‘the landscape plan with conditions
that minor changes to the landscape material be approved by staff but major changes, which include but not limited to plant material, elevations, hardscape, and landscape will need to be approved by the Tree and Public Gardens Commission.’

b. 420 North Cassady: Discussion only – Mixed Use Development – Nicole Boyer and Jared Miller, TCB;  Todd Foley and Alexandra Camponeschi, Pod landscape desig


The landscape plan for 420 N Cassady is an informal review. The Board of Zoning and Planning have reviewed and approved the site plan the architecture review board has review and approved the elevations and materials. The existing building has been proposed to be demolished and a in its place apartments will be built.  
The four (4) – existing trees in front along Cassady are proposed to be removed. Three (3) existing trees behind the sidewalk along Cassady have proposed for removal. All (7) trees will not survive the construction process. Two (2) trees along Columbus Ave are proposed for removal. Both trees are declining and are not in good health. There are twenty- five (25) proposed to be planted throughout the property and the plant material are a good variety and include all four (4) seasons. Currently, there is not irrigation, but it is being proposed.  
The sidewalks and walkways surrounding the property are proposed to increase in size along Cassady Ave to an 8’ (eight foot) walkway. Columbus Ave sidewalk size is proposed to be five foot (5’).  
Parking for the apartments is in the back entering the spaces off the alley. Curb parking is being proposed along both Cassady Ave and Columbus Ave. 
Tree Commission provided feedback regarding the proposed plant material, requesting a few species be switched out. Members also discussed the sidewalk sizes along both Cassady and Columbus. The area for the trash located in the alley- members asked how that area would be screened. They also requested if some of the proposed trees that are to be planted include species of trees that are new to Bexley to help add to the arboretum. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]A more formal landscape review will take place in the next couple of months. The area is still seeking approval from the other two boards.
