Ordinance Codification Options 
We can go to a monthly codification model.  This will result in online codes being more up to date than 
paper code, and an update to the paper code twice a year.  The paper code update would have an 
accompanying resolution approving of the changes, whereas the monthly updated would be rolling and 
in some instances that iteration would not be “approved” by council.  There is not a substantial 
incremental cost increase – essentially, it’s an increase of $390 per year.
