An Ordinance authorizing the retail sale of food items from mobile, non-permanent, food carts.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BEXLEY, OHIO:
Section 1.
Notwithstanding all other City of Bexley, Ohio Ordinances, and in compliance with the regulations set forth below, the retail sale of food from mobile, non-permanent, food carts shall be allowed within the City of Bexley, Ohio.
Section 2.  
Bexley City Ordinance 832, Peddlers and Solicitors shall be amended by adding the following:



Bexley City Ordinance 832.04:

(a) No person shall be permitted to sell retail food items from a mobile, non-permanent cart, except as set forth in this section.

(1) No person shall operate a said business without first obtaining a permit from the City of Bexley.

(2) No person shall operate said business unless in compliance with all regulations for the sale of food as provided in the Codes of the City of Bexley, and the Ohio Revised Code.

(3) No persons shall operate said business except in locations and at times approved by the Bexley City Council, except that Bexley City Ordinance 823.03, forbidding said businesses within 500 feet of any school remains in effect.

Section 3.
That this ordinance shall go into effect and be in force from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
