An Ordinance authorizing the payment of compensation to the Acting Mayor.

Whereas, Section 11 of the Charter of the City of Bexley designates by law the assumption of duties of Acting Mayor by the President of Council when the Mayor is “unable to perform the duties of office”; and

Whereas, Section 31 of the Charter of the City of Bexley “Council shall fix by ordinance the salary or compensation of all officers or employees of the City government, provided, however, that the salary of no such officer or employee who has been elected or appointed for a definite term shall be increased or decreased during that term”; and

Whereas, In the recent case where the President of Council assumed the duties of Acting Mayor pursuant to Section 11; and

Whereas, The nature of this assumption of duties did not constitute an “elected” position or appointment “for a definite term”; and

Whereas, The nature of this assumption of duties required the Acting Mayor to take an extended amount of time off from his regular employment; 

Therefore:  BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BEXLEY, OHIO:

Section 1:   That the Acting Mayor be paid a salary equivalent to ½ of the 2011 salary paid to the Mayor of the City, excluding benefits and auto allowance, prorated on an daily workday basis (calculated by dividing the salary by 2, the result of which divided by 52, the result of which divided by 5) for the period January 12 thru the date that a new Mayor is elected by City Council pursuant to Section 11 of the City Charter of the City of Bexley.
Section 2:  That this ordinance is considered to be an emergency measure shall go into effect and be in force from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
