ORDINANCE NO. 47-13

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY AUDITOR OF THE CITY OF BEXLEY, OHIO TO ACCEPT TITLE TO CERTAIN PARCELS OF REAL PROPERTY OWNED BY THE BEXLEY COMMUNITY IMPROVEMENT CORPORATION, AND, IF NECESSARY, TO CONVEY TITLE TO SUCH PROPERTY BACK TO THE BEXLEY COMMUNITY IMPROVEMENT CORPORATION, ALL IN CONNECTION WITH TAX INCREMENT FINANCING TO BE ESTABLISHED PURSUANT TO OHIO REVISED CODE SECTION 5709.41

WHEREAS, the City of Bexley (the “City”) is committed to encouraging the redevelopment of existing property within the City limits; and

WHEREAS, in connection with such redevelopment efforts, City Council approved a 2011 Land Use Strategy (the “Redevelopment Plan”) in Amended Resolution No. 02-11, approved on February 22, 2011; and

WHEREAS, a private developer is desirous of redeveloping the site of the current City Hall by constructing a two-level urban grocery store (the “Project”), which site is currently composed of parcel numbers 020-004381-00, 020-004197-00 and 020-000570-00 (the “Project Site”);

WHEREAS, the Project Site as currently improved consists of outdated, functionally obsolete structures and is located in the City’s Main Street corridor; and

WHEREAS, the proposed Project would be consistent with the City’s redevelopment efforts as described in the Redevelopment Plan, and in particular, the recommendations for East Main Street contained in Section C, page 6 of the Redevelopment Plan; and

WHEREAS, the Project will increase density, enhance the Main Street corridor and is a critical component of the City’s redevelopment efforts; and
WHEREAS, the City desires to support and facilitate the construction of the Project by passing an Ordinance under Ohio Revised Code (“R.C.”) Section 5709.41 (the “TIF Ordinance”) declaring the “Improvement” (as defined in R.C. Section 5709.41 and the TIF Ordinance) of the Project Site to be a public purpose; and

WHEREAS, the City must hold fee title to the real property comprising the Project Site at a time in which it is engaged in urban redevelopment prior to enacting the TIF Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary for the City to execute certain documents to accomplish the transfer of the real property comprising the Project Site to the Bexley Community Improvement Corporation (the “CIC”) and the acceptance of title to such Project Site back from the CIC, all prior to the City’s enactment of the TIF Ordinance; and
WHEREAS, Bexley City Council has authorized the transfer of the Project site to the CIC via Ordinance 20-13; and

WHEREAS, in connection with a potential leasing arrangement for the Project Site, it may be necessary for the City to transfer title to the real property comprising Project Site back to the CIC at some point after the CIC transfers title to such Project Site to the City; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BEXLEY:



Section 1.
That the Improvement is a public purpose in furtherance of the City’s efforts to accomplish urban redevelopment within the City, as outlined in the City’s Redevelopment Plan and described in the foregoing recitals.


Section 2.
That the Mayor and the City Auditor are hereby authorized to immediately accept title to the real property comprising the Project Site back from the CIC after its transfer to the CIC.  In addition, if necessary in connection with a potential leasing arrangement for the Project Site, the Mayor and the City Auditor are hereby authorized to transfer, on behalf of the City, title to the real property comprising the Project Site to the CIC after the CIC transfers title to such Project Site to the City.  



Section 3.
That the Mayor and the City Auditor are authorized and directed to execute, in accordance with this Ordinance and Ordinance 20-13, the deed(s) and all additional documents necessary, and to take any other required action, to accomplish the transfers of the real property comprising the Project Site described in Section 2 of this Ordinance.  Each such transfer shall be made for no monetary consideration.



Section 4.
That this Ordinance shall go into effect at the earliest time allowed by law.
