An ordinance to appropriate $350,000 from the Unencumbered General Fund for the purpose of purchasing MATERIALS NECESSARY FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE CITY SERVICE GARAGE.
WHEREAS, The City of Bexley is in the process of relocating the City Service Garage in order to accommodate the redevelopment of the City Hall site; and

WHEREAS, The design of the Service Garage is underway, and a pre-engineered metal structure has been chosen as the best option for the maintenance garage component of the development; and

WHEREAS, In order to meet the City’s obligations to vacate the current City Hall and Service Garage a timely manner, the City is carefully managing the timeliness of the relocation projects; and

WHEREAS, A lead time is necessary for the ordering of the pre-engineered metal structure prior to the construction of the new Service Garage facility;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BEXLEY:  

Section 1. 
That $350,000 is hereby appropriated from the Unencumbered General Fund for the purpose of purchasing the Service Garage pre-engineered metal structure and paying related costs thereto.
Section 2.
That City Council reasonably expects that the costs of this purchase will be reimbursed with the proceeds of “bonds” as defined in section 150 of the internal revenue code of 1986 as amended.

Section 3.
That this ordinance shall go into effect and be in force from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
