ORDINANCE NO. 11 - 14

An ordinance confirming the Mayor’s appointment of William Dorman to the position of Service Director, and crediting Mr. Dorman with 80 hours of vacation allowance.

WHEREAS, 
Per the Bexley City Charter the Mayor may appoint a Service Director subject to the confirmation of Bexley City Council; and
WHEREAS, 
The Mayor has undergone an extensive search for the selection of a Service Director and has identified William Dorman as a competent and capable choice for the office of Service Director; and
WHEREAS, 
The Mayor has negotiated an employment package with Mr. Dorman that would allow a vacation allowance credit of 80 hours upon commencement of employment, subject to the confirmation of Bexley City Council; 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BEXLEY, OHIO:

Section 1.
This Council hereby confirms the appointment of William Dorman to the position of Service Director.
Section 2.
That Mr. Dorman shall be credited 80 hours of vacation time.  This bank of vacation hours may not be cashed out but may be carried over from year to year, independent of other vacation carryover allowances, until such a time as the vacation time is exhausted. 
Section 3.
That this Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure, the immediate passage of which is necessary for the preservation of the public peace, health and safety of the City and its citizens, such emergency arising out of the need for the City to have in place a Service Director in order to help ensure the continued operation of the City’s service programs.  Accordingly, this Ordinance shall take effect and be in force immediately after its passage and approval by the Mayor.
