An ordinance amending Section 1252.03 (l) of the Bexley Codified Ordinances, to specify automobile repair and service stations as conditional uses in the Commercial Service District.

WHEREAS, The City of Bexley is in the process of undergoing a zoning code review and zoning code modernization; and

WHEREAS, One of the recommendations of the zoning code rewrite committee will be to amend the Commercial Service zoning designation to specify auto service uses as conditional uses; and

WHEREAS, In order to ensure the intent of this change is enacted in as timely a manner as possible this ordinance is being introduced prior to the introduction of the overall zoning code modernization ordinance; 
NOW, THERFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BEXLEY, OHIO:

That this Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure, the immediate passage of which is necessary for the preservation of the public peace, health and safety of the City and its citizens, such emergency arising out of the need for the City to have conditions attached to the allowance of auto repair and service uses within the Commercial Service district.  Accordingly, this Ordinance shall take effect and be in force immediately after its passage and approval by the Mayor.
