AN ORDINANCE TO APPROPRIATE $99,600 FROM THE CAPITAL FUND 
FOR THE PURPOSE OF REPLACING THE FLAT ROOFS AT 
2242 EAST MAIN STREET AND 2777 DELMAR DRIVE.

Whereas, The roof at 2242 East Main Street has been unable to be reliably patched following reconfiguration of HVAC at the new City Hall, despite contractor and inspector expectations going into the project that the roof was not yet in need of replacement; and

[bookmark: _GoBack]Whereas, The original roof at 2777 Delmar Drive is nearing the end of its useful life and beginning to show signs of failure, and combining these two roofing projects is more cost effective than staggering the replacement of the roofs into two projects; and

Whereas, The cost of roof replacement is $ for the 2242 East Main Street City Hall property and $ for the 2777 Delmar Drive service garage property; and

Whereas, The City has solicited bids from several roofing vendors, and believes the combined bid of $99,600 to be reasonable and competitive;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BEXLEY

Section 1.	That $99,600 is hereby appropriated from the Capital Fund for the purpose of paying costs associated with the replacement of the roofs at 2242 East Main Street and 2777 Delmar Drive.

Section 2.	That this ordinance shall go into effect and be in force from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
