An ordinance to AMEND SECTION 452.13 of the bexley codified ordinances, to allow on-street parking by VEHICLES REGISTERED TO residents for up to 72 hours.
Whereas, Section 452.13 prohibits continuous longtime parking and storage of vehicles on the streets of the City based on a twenty-four hour maximum parking time period; and

Whereas, there are legitimate scenarios in which residents would park on the street for more than 24 hours; and

Whereas, it is still the intent to limit the time period for on-street parking in order to prohibit continuous longtime parking and storage of vehicles on the streets of the City;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BEXLEY

Section 1.

That Section 452.13 of the Bexley Codified Ordinances be amended as follows:

452.13 PARKING FOR MORE THAN TWENTY-FOUR HOURS PROHIBITED TIME LIMITATIONS FOR ON-STREET PARKING 
No person who is the owner, operator or person in charge of any vehicle shall permit such vehicle to remain parked, standing or abandoned upon any street for a continuous period longer than twenty-four hours, unless the vehicle is registered to an owner with a current Bexley address.  No vehicle that is registered to an owner with a current Bexley address shall permit such vehicle to remain parked, standing or abandoned upon any street for a continuous period longer than seventy-two hours.  This section shall not be construed as affecting any other parking regulation now in effect or that may hereafter become effective but shall be construed as an additional parking limitation. The purpose of this section is to prohibit continuous longtime parking and the storage of vehicles on the streets of the City.

Section 2.

That this ordinance shall go into effect and be in force from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
