ORDINANCE  NO. 37 - 15

An ordinance to AMEND THE DEFINITION OF “DWELLING UNIT” and ADD THE DEFINITION of “COOKING FACILITIES” TO SECTION 1268, AND TO AMEND section 1260.11(c) of the bexley codified ordinances
Whereas, Section 1268.13 provides the definition of a “dwelling unit” within the City of Bexley; and

Whereas, Per the “dwelling unit” definition, a necessary component of a dwelling unit is a “cooking facility”; and

Whereas, Several applications in recent months have caused the Board of Zoning Appeals to ask for clarification from City Council regarding the definition of a “cooking facility”, in order to ascertain whether or not proposed improvements constitute a “dwelling unit”; and

Whereas, There is apparent discrepancy between the language of the code and its historical application relative to the interpretation of the definition of “dwelling unit”; and

Whereas, It is Council’s desire to clarify the intent of the definition of “dwelling unit” and its application in the code; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BEXLEY

Section 1.

That the “Dwelling Unit” definition in Section 1268 of the Bexley Codified Ordinances be amended as follows:

"Dwelling unit" means space within a building designed for occupancy by one family for living purposes and having all of the following permanent components: cooking, bathing, and toilet facilities; provided that unless all members of a family are related by blood or marriage, or are domestic servants employed on the premises, no such family shall contain over five persons.
Section 2.

That “Cooking Facility” definition be added to Section 1268 of the Bexley Codified Ordinances as follows:
“Cooking facility” means a room or portion thereof designated and/or customarily used as a place for the preparation and sanitation of food. A cooking facility contains a sink and a refrigerator and one or more of the following within close proximity: stove, oven, microwave, freezer, or any other customarily used appliance or fixture for the preparation and sanitation of food.
Section 3.

That the definitions contained within Section 1268 of the Codified Ordinances be renumbered based upon alphabetical order following the insertion of the definition of “Cooking Facilities”.

Section 4.

That Section 1260.11(c) be amended as follows:

1260.11(c)
It shall not exceed one story in height without a special permit from the Board of Zoning Appeals.  Such special permit shall be strictly limited to permitting additional height of the accessory structure and shall not be used to apply conditions to restrict its use.
Section 5.

That this ordinance shall go into effect and be in force from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
