The City desires to provide transparency and ease of access to information to its residents and users; and

The OpenGov Transparency product is a web application that will provide a visualized view of the City’s general ledger, chart of accounts, current year spending, and balance sheet, making multiple years of financial data and non-financial data accessible to citizens and staff through an online portal; and
Whereas,
A discounted rate for the product has been negotiated based upon upfront payment of multiple years of utilization; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BEXLEY, OHIO:

Section 1:

That $5,550 be hereby appropriated from the General Fund into the Software Licensing Account of the Technology Department for the purpose of paying for a two-year subscription to the OpenGov Transparency product.
