Section 1.

That the Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to execute the 2017 Franklin County Public Health Services Contract in a substantially similar form as that attached to this Ordinance as “Exhibit A”. 
Section 2.

That this Ordinance is declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, such necessity arising so that the Board of Health Contract can be executed and active on January 1, 2017, and therefore this Ordinance shall be effective immediately upon passage.
