Grant = $1,250,000.00

Loan (0% over expected life of project) = $3,750,000.00
Local match = $548,002.00
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Bexley City Council, the State of Ohio and Franklin County that:

Section 1. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to accept funding and enter into an agreement with the OPWC pertaining to the Ashbourne Neighborhood and South Roosevelt Comprehensive Improvements Project.
Section 2. The Mayor and Auditor are further authorized to enter into any agreements as may be necessary and appropriate for obtaining this financial assistance in conjunction with the recommendations of the City Engineer and Service Director, and approved as to form by the City Law Director, in accordance with all authority granted to and limitations upon by the City Finance Director.

Section 3. This resolution is for the preservation of public health, safety and welfare and shall be in full force and effect immediately upon passage by a majority of the council and upon approval by the Mayor, or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law.
