6. Number of trees to be taken down; total number of caliper inches to be taken down.
7. Number of trees to be installed; total number of caliper inches to be added.
8. Description and illustration of tree protection specifications. 
9. List/location of trees to be protected both in ROW and on private property.
10. ROW marked
11. Utility poles marked
12. Irrigation System
13. Does this street have brick curb and gutters?  If brick, detail for protecting brick and/or replacing brick when construction is finished.
14. Elevation changes on property if significant
